Abstracts for submission to the Canadian Journal of Plant Pathology must be reviewed by two researchers who are not coauthors AND must adhere to the following style guidelines. Please pay close attention to the formatting of the example abstract.

- Times New Roman 12 pt font
- maximum of 250 words
- abbreviations, nomenclature, symbols for units of measurements, etc. are to conform to the requirements for manuscripts submitted to CJPP (please refer to http://www.cps-scp.ca/journallinks.shtml for instructions to authors)

Below the abstract clearly indicate the following:
- name of the presenter and their telephone number and/or email address
- names of two people (other than the authors) who critically read the abstract
- when the abstracts are compiled for publication in CJPP, this information will be omitted and the abstracts put in alphabetical order according to the author names

The body of the abstract (not including the title, author names, and affiliations) should be carefully written to stay within the limit of 250 words. An abstract should contain a description of the problem, results, and concluding statement. The abstract should be concise with just enough information to introduce your subject and generate interest. Abstracts should be typed as single space. Use the text font Times New Roman and 12 pt. Scientific authorities are to be given for all Latin names the first time they are mentioned in the body of the abstract. Cultivar names are to have single quotation marks around them every time they are mentioned. All abbreviations are to be spelled out in full the first time they are mentioned in the body of the text. Authors are to have their abstract(s) proofread by two colleagues for clarity and grammar.
